*You must have at least 4 years remaining on your 
contract in order to transfer this benefit to your 
dependents!

• After you submit your Transfer of Education Benefits (TEB) request, please allow 
up to 7 business days for your request to be processed.  Important information 
about the status of your TEB request is automatically e-mailed to your Army 
Knowledge Online (AKO) e-mail account.  Please access your AKO e-mail and follow 
any instructions sent to your account.   

• You may receive an email like this if you are not 4 years out from your Expiration 
Term  of Service (ETS)
